Since the Master Plan wants government to work with foundations, individuals, nonprofits, etc., I thought it wise to have folks identify the State agencies that are charged with any of the objectives listed by OAA. I took a quick stab at this, but is by no means complete. 

These agencies would be the ones that can serve as the contacts for the input from the nonprofits, individuals, foundations, etc. that assist with the priority objectives identified by the Master Plan, which is why I left that column blank. Those priorities have to be identified by the Advisory folks in addition to identifying the systems, data, annual reports, and other tools to address the different and or collective objectives. 

So there is actually a method to my madness.
